Fabric Needed:  

1/3 yard (~0.31m) cotton or flannel fabric  

1/3 yard (~0.31m) fleece

Easy 

This pattern will make an 11ó by 11ó (~28 by 28cm) soft sak for 

your little pet. These soft saks are great for holding pets se-

curely and also provide pets with a neat, soft little hide -away. 

With this tutorial, the colors and patterns possible will be infi-

nite!

The Wrong Side of the fabric  

The Right Side of the fabric

Product Tutorial  

1. Cut out two 14ó by 12ó rectangles from both 

your cotton/flannel and your fleece.  

In this case, the green plaid fabric is my flannel 

and the white fabric is my fleece.  

2. Pin and then sew the two cotton/flannel 

pieces right sides together.  

Leave the top open  

3. Pin and then sew the fleece pieces right 

sides together as well. However, make sure to 

leave a 2ó (5 cm) opening. I like to leave this 

opening about 3ó above the bottom corner, as 

seen in the picture.  

This illustration demonstrates how the fleece 

should be sewn.
